CHAPTER 1.
1914—1919.

The situation created in 1911 by the establishment of the
Hereford Secondary School (now the High School) was not
without its dangers to the older foundation.

Housed in buildings of the latest design, equipped with the
most modern of scholastic requirements, financed on a generous
scale by the Rates, and offering an admirable Modern and
Commercial curriculum, the new School was inevitably a
menace to the ancient School, at any rate as {ar as Day Boys
were concerned. To counteract the almost inevitable decline in
their numbers, measures were taken to increase the number of
Boarders ; many alterations were made in the part of the old
buildings which had formed the Headmaster’s residence, and the
present Headmaster’s house in Castle Street was purchased and
adapted to the needs of a second house for Boarders ; and on the
resignation of Prebendary Murray Ragg at the end of 1912, it is
probable that the determining factor in the appointment of his
successor lay in the power of the latter to attract Boarders.

The choice of the Governors fell on the Rev. J. Henson, who,
as Headmaster of Haverfordwest Grammar School for the
previous seven years, had formed a strong connection in South
Wales and the Midlands, but it remained to be seen whether the
connection could be transferred to his new School. It was an
anxious and a difficult task to tide over the period of transition.
The Governors possessed but a very meagre reserve of funds;
the income from the Dean and Chapter amounted to no more
than £273 per annum and the whole of the remainder of the
cost of maintenance must therefore be provided out of the
Tuition Fees, or else by the Headmaster sumptu suo.

The most rigid economy must needs be observed and when
at the end of 1913 Mr, Sharpley resigned, Harley Court was
closed as a Junior House, and the few boys who did not follow
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Mr. Sharpley to Richmond were transferred to the Headmagter's.
Day Boys, as had been predicted, continued to decline in numbers,
and there was no great promise of any substantial increase of
Boarders till the summer of 1914.

But again came a disappointment. A strong entry of
Boarders was wrecked by the outbreak of War, parents being
apparently unwilling to commit themselves until they saw how
events were going to turn out. At the same time practically all
the senior boys left, in order to join up or to go into training;
this steudy draining of the Upper School continued for a year,
nearly all boys leaving as soon as they reached the age of 17.

Low water mark was reached in September 1915 and the
Headmaster reported on Speech Day that there was not left in
the School & single boy of 17 who could pass the medical test.
The tide however now began to turn, and, the old Boarding House
being full, the value of the Castle Street House began rapidly to
be apparent,.

This change for the better was hastened by the action of the
Governors, who, anxious for the future of the School, had in May
enlisted the advice and assistance of the Board of Education. A
thorough inspection was held of every department of School life,
and the Report, while frankly recognising the difficulties under
which the School had been working, was reassuring in the
extreme. Three years however were yet to elapse before the
financial anxiety was finally allayed by the School coming under
the Board of Education and accepting its grant.

Meanwhile & promising junior generation was growing up ;
but during the slow process of growth, the School was greatly
handicapped both in games and examinations. However, the
year 1916 proved remarkably successful in the latter respect, and
it is worthy of record that, of a VI, form of eight boys, every
one obtained the distinction of being elected to a scholarship or
exhibition at the older Universities or else of passing direct into
R.M.C., Sandhurst. The next year saw & return of the
traditional success of the School at games; of the 14 cricket
matches played, 10 were won, 2 drawn and 2 lost.
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Numbers meanwhile were constantly rising and the Castle
Street House being now, in its turn, filled to discomfort, attention
reverted to the old premises, where by dispossessing the O.T.C.
of the Armoury, room was found for another strong entry in
September, Another addition, but of a different kind, was made
at the same time. Bishop Percival had for some time been
doubting the advisability of the attendance of the School ab
Sunday Mattins in the Cathedral ; and on the death of the Rev.
A. J. Capel, Vicar of St. John's, when that parish was subjected
to new arrangements, and Dean Leigh became Vicar, the
Headmaster obtained for the School, the use of the Ladye Chapel
for Prayers every week-day, and for Mattins on Sundays. At
the same time the Dean generously contributed his stipend as
Vicar of St. John's towards the provision of a permanent School
Chaplain. The lack of a School Chapel had been severely felt in
the past; from that time Hereford Cathedral School can boast
a Chapel as beautiful as any.

The following year (1918) witnessed a recurrence of the
question of Boarding accommodation, now again strained to its
limits; the premises of the old Broomy Hill Academy being
vacant, Mr. D. G. Felton acquired the tenancy, and the house
very soon began to fill with the overflow from School House.

In this year also the School began to work under the Board
of Education, who granted outright an application for an
Advanced Course in Classics, and {provisionally) in Mathemadtics
and Science. Financial prosperity now seemed assured, and the
lightening of this anxiety was accompanied by a year of success
both in work and games; the Cricket Team of 1919 won 7 of its 10
matches and the Football Team 7 out of 8. When at the end of
1919 the Headmaster was offered and accepted his College living
of Neen Sollars, the task Which had faced him at his appointment,
seemed to be successfully accomplished: From being mainly a
Day School with a comparatively small contingent of Boarders
(usually about one third of the total numbers) the Cathedral
School had become definitely a school of boarders, who out-
numbered the Day Boys by nearly three to one,
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The Cathedral School now numbered 129, of whom 80 were
Boarders, 82 Day Boys and 10 Choristers. There were also
some 20 Boarders belonging to the Preparatory School of which
more anon.

The period under consideration in the present chapter
covered the four years of the Great War, with rather more than
a year previous to, and a year subsequent to, that cataclysm.
Some indication has been given in earlier paragraphs of the
effect of the War on the growth of the School in 1914-1915, but
there can be little doubt that thenceforward, the Cathedral
School, like many schools of similar type, was actually assisted
by the War. Money was plentiful in the Country, and an
impulse to equip the rising generation for Post War responsibilities
led many far sighted parents to spend it lavishly on their sons’
education. This of course cut two ways; for while it brought to
Hereford Boarders from other districts, it also caused consider-
able numbers of Day Boys to be sent as Boarders to other schools.
But on the whole the balance was in favour of the Cathedral
School.

Upon the boys, the War undoubtably acted as a stimulus.
At an age much earlier than is usual in a Public School, they
found themselves compelled to assume positions of responsibility
and authority ; and from a determination to retain the traditional
Cathedral School standard there issued a feeling that all must
work their best and play their best for the honour of the School.
Du reste, all the normal activities of the School were continued
and little real inconvenience was experienced by the Boarders
from the rationing of food. The Hereford tradesmen deserve
special thanks for their generous treatment of the School, where
their benevolence was not limited by the rigid system of coupons.
The real hardship, that of catering, fell upon Mrs. Henson, who,
however, overcame her difficulties with a spirit of which the
following episode is but one example. One morning the supply
of milk failed, in obedience to an ‘‘order to send it up the line,”
Nine o’clock saw Mrs. Henson sallying forth into the counfry in
8 taxi, noon beheld her triumphant return with a churn of milk
beside her and the promise of an assured supply for the rest of
the term.



THe HEADMASTER,

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Staffing of course became increasingly difficult as fewer and
fower men remained in civil life and salaries rose to unheard of
heights, but the Headmaster enjoyed throughout his reign the
co-operation of two really splendid men, Mr. R. Williamson (now
Headmaster of Oswestry Grammar School) and Mr. D. G. Felton.
All that could be done by loyal colleagues they did, and more,
and no praise of their co-operation would be extravagant. To
their names should be added those of the Rev. T. M. F. Roberts,
irreverently described as ‘‘our help in ages past, ete.,” and
unhesitatingly eager to leave his well earned rural seclusion and
step into the breach whenever invited ; and of Mr. J. K. Hudson
who just about the end of the War was appointed to the
Headmastership of Fowey Grammar School. ' Other Diocesan
clergy besides Mr. Roberts came and “ did their bit” for periods
varying from a term to two years, working with enthusiasm and
suceess. Mr. Sharply as has been mentioned, in 1913 became
Headmaster of Richmond Grammar School, after a long and
honourable period of service as VIth Form Master at Hereford.
Mr. A. G. Jones, to the infinite grief of all, was compelled by ill
health to resign his post in 1914.

Other Masters came and went, some added to the gaiety of
the boys and the worries of the Head; brief life was here their
portion ; some were attracted by more important or more
lucrative posts, and departed amid general regret. Of those
connected, though less intimately, with the School, the name of
Dr. Sinclair, who died in February, 1917, will ever be remembered
with affection by many generations of Choristers; while Dr.
Percy Hull, destined to be his successor, suffered the rigours of
internment in Germany during the War,

If it is permissible to espeak of the Governing Body, the
School has to thank, for weathering the crigis—and it was a real
crisig in its history—the generosity and wide outlook of the late
Canon Capes (ob. 1914), who made the initial changes possible,
and who actually acquired the Castle Street House for the use of
the School ; and perhaps to a still greater degree, the astuteness
and prudent moderation of Canon Bannister, whom his own
scholastic and tutorial experience rendered ever sympathetic to
the difficulties of administration in a difficult period.
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This Chapter cannot be brought to its close without a
reference to the Preparatory School. Founded by Mr. Murray
Ragg in 1898, it had been conducted in an iron building in the
garden of Harley Court; Miss Dance had for many years been the
Mistress, but had been succeeded in 1912 by Miss Gamlen,
agsisted by Miss Phillips.

At the beginning of Mr. Henson's Headmastership, there
were nine Day Boysand five Boarders {in Mr. Sharpley’s House).
Af the end of the period great changes had been made. Theiron
building was removed to the garden of the Castle Street House to
gerve as a play room for the Preparatory School Boarders,
growing numbers entailed the occupation as classrooms of the
three ground floor rooms in the old House; and in 1919 the
Preparatory School numbered 77 including 20 Boarders.

It will at once be apparent that the value of this department
as a feeder to the Cathedral School could hardly be over-
estimated, and the increasing prosperity of the latter is gratefully
acknowledged as due in a large measure to the devoted preliminary
work of Miss Gamlen and her colleagues.

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CHAPTER II.
1920—1980.

1920, s year which saw many new departures in the
country at large, saw the beginning of a new régime at the
Cathedral School, as the present Headmaster, J. H. E. Crees,
D.Lit., former scholar of St. John’s College, Cambridge, took up
his duties in the January Term.

Ten years have passed since then and it may reasonably be
claimed, one hopes, that the School has made substantial progress.
The number of boys on the School books has risen from 110 to
nearly 190, in one term we actually touched the 200. The
Preparatory School at the same time has always mustered 40 to
50 boys if not more. In recent years the Boarders have become
a still more substantial portion of the School and now are
distinctly its larger half. Not only has the School House
increased in numbers but Liangford House under the gnidance of
Mr. H. Kedge, has increased from 8 or 10 to 20 boys, of whom
four are Boarder Choristers,

The Headmaster has been greatly helped by the assistance
of highly qualified and competent Masters who have spared no
pains to raise both the tone and standard of work. Amongst
them may be mentioned Mr. A. B. Mayne {1920-1922) who left
Hereford to become Head of the Cambridge and County School,
Mr. V. J. Dunstan (1921-1928), now Vice-Principal of the
Liverpool Collegiate School. and others who are still with us.

The grants from the Board of Education have been a
welcome aid but have not proved sufficient for the payment of
the higher salaries now universal and the meeting of the other
calls upon the funds of the School. It was found necessary
therefore in 1922 to double the fees (which now stand at £98
per annum, £33 Tuition, £65 Board). Even this considerable
increase has not prevented the increase of numbers already
chronicled. The Boarders come from all parts of England, one
might say from all parts of the World, and the fame of the
School has spread over a wide area.
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The standard of work has, if one may judge by stafisties,
improved in the last ten years. The Classics have continued to
thrive here, as befits a Cathedral Schoo]\. All boys do Liatin (until
they reach Form VL), and there are generally about 70 boys
doing Greek. The Mathematical side of the School has also
flourished under Mr. Mayne and his successors. In recent years
88%, of the boys in the Sehool have been in the examination
forms, Forms V. and VI. In 1929, 24 boys gained the School
Certificate (ten with First Class Honours) as contrasted with flve
in 1920. The Higher Certificate is an examination of recent
growth and taken necessarily by a select fow. In 1929, ten were
successful as against two in 1920. The Close Seholarships to
Bragenose College, Oxford, and St. John's College, Cambridge,
have continued to be a valuable aid to boys desirous of going to
the University, and it is pleasant to record that one of the boys
who went up to 8t. John’s with a Somerset Thornhill Exhibition
is now University Professor of Sanscrit (Prof. E. J. Rapson, M.A.).

In Sport, old traditions have been maintained and some
improvements made. The old Pavilion which had borne the
brunt of many years had become by 1920 unsightly and
dilapidated. A fund amounting in all to £1,850 was raised and
in 1928 a new Pavilion and Gymnasium, & commodious and
pleasant looking strueture took the place of the old, and will long,
one hopes, grace the banks of the Wye, The opening of the new
Pavilion, which was inaugurated by Sir Sydney Robinson (0.H.),
Chief Justice of Burma, on October 15th, 1928, was certainly the
chief function of the last decade. It seemed desirable at the same
time to secure for ever to the School the use of the two playing
fields on the banks of the Wye, and the fee simple of these fields,
which in area extend over 18 acres, was acquired at the same
time for the sum of £800, which was also raised by subscription.

The generosity of the friends of the School was not
exhausted by this effort and in 1926 £200 was raised as a
testimonial to R. Shepherd, who had served the School faithfully
as a cricket professional for 40 years, and again in 1929 £200
was raised in commemoration of the great victory at Marlow to
be devoted to the provision of further rowing equipment.

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It should be added too that the Officers’ Training Corps
founded in 1902, has continued to do good work and to win high
commendation. During the last ten years it has been for the
most part under the command of Captain F, W. Brooks, T.D.

In 1921, the School changed over from Association to Rugby
Football and has produced some good teams and good players.
1980 has seen the initiation of Inter-School Sports with
Worcester and Monmouth which should stimulate interest in
Athletics.

But the most signal successes have been in rowing. At the
date of writing (May, 1980) the School Four has been unbeaten
in the last 21 races, and has beaten its school rivals, Worcester
and Monmouth, several years in succession. In 1929, forty-six
years after its last visit to the Thames, the School four competed
at Marlow Regatta and had the great honour of winning the
Public Schools Challenge Cup against crews from Winchester,
Tonbridge, Cheltenham, Bedford and other Public Schools. For
a crew representing a comparatively small school it was a great
foat.

The Preparatory School, under Miss Gamlen, has continued
to do excellent work. Qwing to the increase of the numbers of
the Upper School it became necessary to serve a writ of ejectment
upon it. It is now established at 28, Castle Street, a fine old
house with pleasant surroundings, and many of its pupils pass
into the Upper School in due course.

The School has never been too well served as regards
buildings and equipment. It is still under a disadvantage in
these respects, though it has now a useful Gymnasium and
electric bulbs have superseded dim and fitful gas jets. In
compensation it has excellent playing fields in a delightful
situation and the site of the old Preparatory block on the edge of
the Close under the shadow of & Cathedral leaves nothing to be
desired. As we have, too, the privilege of using the beautiful
Ladye Chapel as our own School Chapel the religio loci should
exercige its full influence. The matter in which improvement is
perhaps now most needed is that of Science equipment and it is
to be hoped that some improvements will soon be effected.
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Mention should be made of the strikingly good record in the
matter of health that the School has enjoyed in the last ten years.
Only once has anything in the nature of an epidemic been
experienced and the amount of sickness, infectious or otherwise,
has been as small as at any school in England.

And so the Cathedral School, which in 1981 will celebrate
its 550th anniversary, looks forward to the future with hope and
confidence, trusting that its future in these doubtful days will not
be unworthy of its past. It has owed much to the loyalty of its
pupils, its old boys, and the parents, and it is only the staunch
support of all which has enabled it to overcome grave financial
problems. Its sphere of influence should not be narrower but
wider in these days when so much is said of the need of higher
education, but it will need not less than before the aid of all its
friends if it is to compete with schools liberally aided by the rates.

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CHAPTER III.

Tre Orp HrererorpiaN CLUB.

In the short “ History of Hereford School,” by W.T.
Carless (O.H.), published in the year 1914, he makes mention
on page 67 of the formation of the Club in 1876 and gives a
list of the first Committee.

The first dinner took place in 1877, when there were
about 40 present. It was intended that the members should
meet together yearly, but after a few dinners were held it
was so difficult to get sufficient members to join that these
dinners were dropped except very occasionally.

For the first few years the meetings were held from time
to time at the house of Mr. J. T. Owen Fowler, when school
matters were discussed, and at this time they gave prizes for
the sports and books at the Annual Speech Day.

Things went on smoothly for some years, when some of
the members thought that some alteration should be made in
the conduct of the Club, and there were some * breezy”
meetings. Dr. C. Owen Fowler came down from London
with Mr. Philip Baylis in the early eighties to one of these
meetings, but the controversial matters were only finally and
thoroughly thrashed out in 1887, and the Club was resucitated.

There has always been a difficulty in getting the boys to
join the Club, on leaving school, and therefore the numbers
have never been what it was hoped they would be.

The ¢ Herefordian ’ Magazine in the September numbers
for the years 1878-79-80 has a good account of the meetings
of the Old Herefordian Club.

The September ““ Herefordian > of 1881 devotes 17 pages
to the 500th anniversary of the School. A special meeting of
the Old Herefordians was held in April to make arrangements
for the different fixtures to celebrate the event. A large
number sat down to dinner at the Green Dragon Hotel on the
30th June. The Chair was taken by John Maurice Herbert,
Judge of County Courts, who was supported by the Lord
Bishop of the Diocese.
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On the 1st July a most interesting event took place, viz..
the Board with names of scholars, who had distinguished
themselves, was formally presented to the School by Mr.J. T.
Owen Fowler and unveiled by the Dean. Mr. Fowler, in
making the presentation explained what the Old Herefordians
had done in the way of keeping up the connection between
the past and present.

The ordinary meeting of the O.H. Club took place at
Mr. Fowler’s house again in 1882, and is duly reported in the
‘ Herefordian.”

In 1883 there was a meeting and dinner at the Green
Dragon Hotel. The Chair was taken by Mr. F. E. Weatherly.
After the dinner there was a long discussion on the subject of
the O.H. Club, and several resolutions were put forward
suggesting some alteration in the constitution of the Committee;
it was pointed out that nothing could be done at that time, as

t was an informal meeting, but the matter must be brought
forward at the Annual Meeting on the day of the Cricket Match.

Mr. Bodington was desired to bring the resolution before
the Committee at their next meeting, which took place on
January 2nd, 1884. Members present; Messrs. J. T. Owen
Fowler (Chairman and Hon. Treasurer), Philip Baylis (Hon.
Sec.), J. Carless, P. Symonds, T. Llanwarne, E. J. Bodington.
The < Herefordian ’ of February, 1884, gives a full account of
this meeting on page 26. It was again referred to at the
Annual Meeting in July, when a dinner also took place and is
reported on page 43 of the March number, 1885.

The real change in the constitution of the Club came
about at the meeting of the O.H. Club on March 3rd, 1887,
when it was reformed under the name of ¢ The Old Hereford-
ian’s Club.” Those present were Mr. M. J. G. Scobie (in the
chair), Rev. F. H. Tatham, Canon Jones and A. W. Weatherly,
Messrs. T. W. Allen, P. Baylis, W. R. Bulmer, C. O. Fowler,
T. Llanwarne, F. Leather, C. J. Smith and J. R. Symonds,
also W. J. Boycott, Captain of the School. It was resolved

1. That the “ Old Herefordian” Club having been dissolved,
a new Society to be called ““ The Old Herefordian’s Club
be formed as from this day.
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2. That old Life Compounders be admitted as Life Com-
pounders on payment of the amount returned to them
from the funds of the old Society.

3. That it be left to a Committee consisting of Messrs.
Llanwarne, J. Carless, Scobie and J. R. Symonds, with
the Headmaster and Captain of the School to draw up
Rules, and fix the subscription to be payable by Life
Compounders and Annual Subscribers, and to submit
same for adoption at the Annual General Meeting, to be
held in July next. ‘

From that date this Club has been of considerable use to
the School, both financially and in keeping the boys in touch
with one another.

In 1902 the Annual General Meeting of the Club was held
in the School Library on July 28th. The Headmaster (the
Rev. W. H. Murray Ragg) was in the Chair. Mr. W.T. Carless
resigned the post of Hon. Secretary. The question of the
Brass Tablet to the < O.H.’s’ who fought in the South African
War was once again raised, and the Headmaster was requested
to obtain the price and design. It was to be erected in the
Library. The Tablet was fixed at the beginning of 1903, but
in such a position that it is neither noticeable nor is there
sufficient light on it for the inscription to be read.

In 1903 the dinner took place on the same day as the
General Meeting, July 27th, to entertain Mr. J. R. Symonds,
as Mayor of the City. At this dinner Mr. H. C. Beddoe sang
his only song, “ On Hereford worthies and ways,” to the
delight of everyone. Mr. Beddoe was Bishop’s Secretary, not
an O.H., but for many years acted as Judge at the Athletic
Sports. At the Annual Meeting of the Club the Headmaster
was for the first time voted to the Chair, and it was decided
that the Head of the Club be called President and that the
Headmaster be elected to that post.
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Mr. Carson resigned the Secretaryship and the Head-
master appointed Mr. T. H. Porter as his successor.

1904.—General Meeting on, the 25th July, and it was
proposed and passed ¢ That a new class of life subscribers be
started, subscriptions should be £1 1s. 0d., but who should
not receive the  Herefordian’’ except on payment of an
extra 2/- a year.

1905.—At this meeting it was decided that, in consequence
of the current balance being so low, the interest on the
deposit account be transferred to the current account.

1907.—An O.H. Dinner took place on the 9th April, when
twenty-five members sat down at the *“ Green Dragon ”’ and
much enjoyed themselves.

It is interesting to read that in 1807 there was a dinner
of the “ gentlemen ” educated at the College. It was held at
the New Inn, and the time of the dinner was the customary
hour in those days, viz., 3 o’clock in the afternoon.

Mr. Philip Bayliss, the original Hon. Secretary of the
Club, died. He was a barrister-at-law and Deputy Ranger of
the Forest of Dean. A Scholarship of £100 a year was left by
him for mathematics at St. John’s, Cambridge.

Mr. H. W. Apperley was appointed Hon. Secretary at the
Annual Meeting of this year, and the Club granted £10 towards
the School cricket ground out of the deposit account.

1908.—Annual Meeting held on June 19th. The chief
motion carried at this meeting was “ That at the next General
Meeting not to elect any more life members at £1 1s. 0d. as it

did not pay.”

1909.—The Annual Meeting was held on July 26th, and
it was reported that a London O.H. Club had been formed
with Mr. F. Lester, Teddington, as Hon. Secretary. In this
year the School lost, by death, the Rev. J. Woollam, who was
Headmaster from 1856-1869 ; also Mr. Joseph Carless, Town
Clerk of Hereford for over 40 years, who was a true friend to

the School.
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1910.—On January 21st the London O.H. Club held its
first, dinner at the Holborn Restaurant, when twenty members
met. The general outline of the Club was discussed. Mr. H. W,
Apperley took the chair.

1911.—This year the Annual Dinner of the London Old
Herefordians was held at the Holborn Restaurant on the
18th January. Dr. Owen Fowler in the chair. Twenty
members were present.

On April 8h an O.H. Dinner was held at Hereford.
Mr. J. C. Vaughan was in the chawr. The Annual Meeting
was held on the 28th July.

1912.—The London Old Herefordian’s dinner was held
on January 20th. The chair was taken by Col. M. J. G. Scobie,
C.B., V.D. Thirty Old Boys were present. Annual Meeting
20th July, in Hereford.

1913.—O.H. Dinner on January 22nd. Mr. H. H. Gethen
in the chair. On April 2nd an O.H. Dinner was held at the
Green Dragon Hotel to bid farewell to the Rev. Prebendary
H. Murray Ragg, after his duties as Headmaster for 15 years,
and also to present him with a permanent memento of his
work.

The Annual Meeting of the Club was held on July 26th.
The new Headmaster, Rev. J. Henson, M.A., was appointed
President. The meeting placed on record their deep regret
on the death of Mr. T. W. Allen (0.H.), who had been a most
effieient Treasurer.

1914.—The Annual General Meeting was held on July 27th.
The Rev. J. Henson was elected President. Maj. W. T. Carless
(O.H.) published a short “ History of the School,” and a
special resolution of appreciation was passed at the meeting.
It was also resolved to grant the London Representative of
the Club—Mr. F. Lester (0.H.), £2 annually towards expenses
of the London dinners. The London Dinner was held on
January 13th. Mr. F. E. Weatherly (0.H.) being in the chair.

1915.—The Annual Meeting was held on July 28th, and
the Rev. J. Henson was re-elected President. A presentation
was made to Mr. H. W. Apperley, the Hon. Secretary, on his
marriage. No London dinner was held this year.
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Major J. C. Eales-White (0.H.) was elected by the
Committee as London Representative in place of Major F.
Lester (O.H.), who had resigned.

1916.—The Annual Meeting was held on July 28th.
The death of Mr. T. H. Porter (O.H.) was announced. He
was Hon. Secretary of the Club from 1903-1907. No London
Dinner was held this year.

1917.—The Annual Meeting held on July 24th. Rev.J.
Henson re-elected President. The price of the  Herefordian *’
raised from 6d. to 1/- per copy. No London Dinner held.

1918.—The Annual Meeting held on July 23rd. Rev.
J. Henson re-elected President. The death was announced
of Rev. F. H. Tatham, M.A., a former Headmaster. The
death of Major F. Lester (0O.H.) from wounds received in
action was reported. Major Lester was the first representative
of the Club i London.

1919.—A Committee Meeting was held on March 7th, at
which a special War Memorial Committee was appointed with
Mr.J. R.Symonds (0.H.) as Chairman, and Mr.T. R. Worthing
(O.H.) as Hon. Secretary.

The Annual Meeting was held on July 26th. It was
resolved to delete the Rule referring to the Election of Hon.
Secretary and which was made at the meeting on July 30th,
1900, and adopt the following in place thereof :

“The Hon. Secretary shall be elected annually at the
General Meeting in July. He must be a past or present
Herefordian, or a Master, and it shall be his duty to
keep the Roll of Members, issue circulars and apply for
and receive subscriptions and pay the same when received
into the Bank. He shall also endeavour to get all boys
leaving the School to join the Club.”

Mr. H. W. Apperley (0.H.) appointed Hon. Secretary
and Hon. Treasurer. The O.H. War Memorial Fund Committee
reported the receipt of £150 so far. No London Dinner was
held this year.
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1920.—London O.H. Dinner revived on January 13th.
Mr. H. W. Disney (O.H.) was in the chair. Twenty 0.H.’s
were present.

The Annual Meeting was held on July 30th, at 2 Offa
Street (by kind permission of Col. M. J. G. Scobie, C.B.).
Major W. J. Phillips, T.D., in the chair.

It was reported that the Dean and Chapter had given
permission for the Old Herefordian War Memorial to be
erected in the Ladye Chapel, now used as the School Chapel,
subject to the design being submitted for their approval.
The Hon. Secretary reported that £320 had been received in
subscriptions for the War Memorial and that the order for
the brass tablet had been given.

Rev. J. Henson tendered his resignation as President,
and Dr.J. H. E. Crees, the new Headmaster, was elected in
his place.

1921.—London O.H. Dinner held on 30th March. Dr. C.
Owen Fowler took the chair in the unavoidable absence of
Prof. E. J. Rapson, M.A., owing to the death of Mrs. Rapson.

1922.—The London Dinner was held on January 20th.
Prof. E. J. Rapson, M.A. (O.H.) in the chair. It was announced
that it had been decided by the School Authorities to revert
to the rugby game, which had been the School game for so
many years before the War.

The Annual General Meeting was held in the School
Library on July 21st. Mr. J. R. Symonds (0.H.) in the chair.
Mr.H. W. Apperley tendered his resignation as Hon. Secretary
on account of continued ill health. A special resolution
expressing great regret was passed and a copy sent to him.
Mr. T. R. Worthing (O.H.) appointed Hon, Secretary and
Hon. Treasurer. The deaths of Dr. E. F. Morris (0.H.) and
Mr. W. C. Gethen (O.H.) were reported.

1t was reported that the War Memorial Brass Tablet had
been erected in the Ladye Chapel and was unveiled and
dedicated by the Dean of Hereford on 16th December, 1921,
It was decided to order an oak tablet bearing the names of
the fallen, to be placed in the School Library.
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1923.—London Dinner held on the 12th January. Sir
Williamm D. Sheppard, K.C.LE., (0.H.) in the chair. Arthur
Machen (O.H.), the author, was amongst others present, also
Dr. G. M. Vevers (O.H.), who had recently been appointed
Superintendent of the Zoological Gardens, London.

The Annual General Meeting was held on July 7th.
Mr. J. R. Symonds (0.H.} in the chair. It was decided that
the balance in hand of £164 10s. 0d., surplus from War
Memorial Fund, be handed over to the Headmaster’s Fund
for the erection of a Pavilion, including purchase of present
playing fields.

1924.—London Dinner held at the Holborn Restaurant
on January 10th. Sir Armine B. Dew, K.C.L.E., C.S.I. (O.H.)
in the chair. Thirty O.H.’s present.

1925.—London Dinner held on January 15th. Mr. G.
Yeld, M.A. (O.H.) in the chair.

1926.—Fiftieth Anniversary of the “ Old Herefordians’
Club.” London Dinner held on January 7th. Mr. F. E.
Weatherly, K.C. (O.H.) in the chair. Dr. J. H. E. Crees,
the Headmaster, was among those present.

1927.—London Dinner held on January 26th. Rev.
A.W.M.Weatherly, M.A.(0O.H.), in the chair. A Special Meeting
was held in the School Library at Hereford on July 28rd, to
discuss the guestion of the revival of the activities of the O.H.
Club in Hereford, the affairs of which had suffered somewhat
geriously from the neglect of recent years. Mr. G. de W. Ineson
(0.H.) was elected Hon. Secratary and Hon. Treasurer.

Mr. Ineson died as the result of a boating accident on the
Wye on August 8th at Hereford, within a fortnight of his
appointment.

Rear Admiral F. P. Loder Symonds C.M.G. (0.H.)
gucceeded him temporarily as Hon. Secretary.

1928.—London Dinner held on January 26th. Allen
Watkins, M.A. (0.H.) in the chair.

The Annual General Meeting was held on 28rd July in the
School Library. Alderman 8. H. Deakin, J.P. (0.H.), President,
in the chair.
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A special resolution was passed congratulating the School
on its success at rowing.

The Hon. Becretary reported a marked revival of inierest in
the Club and that membership was steadily inereasing.

The Meeting approved that an annual prize should be given,
to be known as “ The Old Herefordian Award.”

The rules laid down by the Committee to govern the award
are as follows :

The Prize to be known as the “‘ Old Herefordian Award.”

The Award to be made each year at the end of the Summer
Term to the boy, who, by reasons of his gifts of character and
personality, his gentlemanly bearing and good influence, is
deemed to have done the School most service during his School
career.

The recipient of the award is to be elected by the popular
vote of the Upper School, i.e., the lower and upper fourth, the
lower and upper fifth and the sixth forms.

The award may be withheld, if, in the opinion of the
Headmaster, there is no candidate of sufficient merit.

The award may not be given more than once to any boy.

It shall be some article of distinctive design which must be
reserved exclusively for this purpose: so that in years to come
the recipient of an O.H. Award may be marked out as the
possessor of a distinetive trophy.

The award shall bear the following inscription :—
Old Herefordian Award.

Elocted by his fellows as having by reasons of his character,
personality and good influence done the School the greatest
service.

The first O.H. Award was made at the end of the Summer
Term, July, 1929.

1980.—London Dinner was held on January 28rd. Lt.-

Sidney M. Robinson (0.H.), H. L. Lang-Coath (0.H.), Town
Clerk of Swansea, were among others present. Sir R. W. Woods,
C.B.E. (0.H.), received the honour of Knighthood in the New
Year honours.

The Annual General Meeting was beld in July. Major

1981.—The London Dinner was held on 22nd January.

The 550th Anniversary of the School's Foundation was
celebrated by the largest number of Old Herefordians gathered
together for many years, 34 being present on this occasion.
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CHAPTER 1IV.

THE 550t ANNIVERSARY.

By very kind permission of the *“ Hereford Times’' I am able
to publish a full account of the Celebrations held from June 18th
to 15th, 1981.

1881—1981.

HeREFORD ScHOOL’S 550th ANNIVERSARY,

NoTABLE VISITORS.

Far from the least important happening in Hereford’s
“week of great events’ was the celebration of the 550th anni-
versary of the Hereford Cathedral School.

The celebration was of a character which befitted the
oecasion, embracing as it did, the various aspects of the School’s
activities, and amongst those who took part were distinguished
representatives of the Church and prominent men of education,
science, and Civil Bervice, most of whom were directly er
indirectly associated with the School.

There was a strong muster of Old Herefordians, who, in
addition to meeting the School at Cricket, held functions of
their own, at which reminiscences naturally were the main
feature of the proceedings.

The programme had as its first and chief event the Annual
Speech Day at the Shirehall on Saturday morning, at which the
Headmaster (Dr. J. H. E. Crees) presided. He was supported by
the Bishop of Durham (Dr. Hensley Henson, formerly Bishop of
Hereford), the Dean of Hereford (Dr. R. Waterfield, who is
chairman of the Governors), Canon A.T. Bannister, Canon H. A.
Moore, Father Bull, the Principal of Brasenose College (Dr. C. H.
Sampson), the Hon. Sir Sydney Robinson—former High Chief
Justice of Burma and an Old Herefordian, who performed the
opening ceremony of the School cricket pavilion in 1928 Sir
Frederic Kenyon, G.B.E., K.C.B., D.Litt. (until recently Director
of the British Museum), and others.
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ANNUAL REPORT.

At the outset the large gathering was addressed in a Latin
oration—written by Mr. J. C. Wordworth— by the Head Monitor
(R. H. Jerrome), following which Dr. Crees presented his
customary review of the year’s activities.

After reporting four successes in scholarship examinations at
Oxford and Cambridge, he said that the School had heard with
greatest pride that Mr. P. W. Steer, an “old boy,” had been
awarded the Order of Merit in recognition of his distinction as a
landscape painter—an honour held by a very small number of
men in recognition of merit alone. They could rot claim that
Mr. Steer learnt much of either the principles or the practice
of hig art within their classrooms, but it might well be that the
beauty of the Herefordshire landscape first inspired him with a
desire to become a landscape painter.

There were present that day some who could remember the
celebration of the 500th anniversary in 1881, and doubtless there
were boys present who would take part in the 600th anniversary.
The School had owed much in the past to the generosity of its
friends, and it now had before it the task of raising more than
£8,000 in order to improve the existing science accommodation.
The appeal had already found a number of staunch friends, who
had responded generously, and the fund now stood at the total of
£5600. They welcomed cordially the distinguished visitors whom
the anniversary and the re-opening of the Chained Library had
brought to Hereford. He hoped that all the changes which the
School passed through would be improvements and that all its
future vicissitudes would only render it stronger and the more

glorious.

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WHEN THE ScHOOL was BORN.

In addressing the company, the Bishop of Durham, after
oxpressing pleasure at being again in Hereford, said that the
550th anniversary of the School sent their thoughts back to the
critical year of a critical century—the year 1881 in which the
School was born.

That was the year of Wat Tyler’s rebellion, and Wat Tyler,
if one believed the accounts of him, was not precisely a friend to
education. Hollinshead stated that the villeins led by Wat Tyler
obliged ““ teachers of children in grammar schools to swear never
o instruct any in their art. It was dangerous among them to be
known for one that was learned, and more dangerous if any man
were found with a penner and inkhorne at his side, for such
geldom or never escaped from them with life.”” Prof. Trevelyan,
however, stated that this was a calumny, and that only the
lawyers were the objects of the villeins’ hatred. They held them
to be their natural enemies.

There was s sinister parallel between the 14th century and
the 20th century, for then, as now, the disorganisation and
impoverishment of a great protracted war had led to much social
disturbance. The 14th century was famous in the history of
education, as it was then that colleges began definitely to replace
monastries as the best instruments which patriotic and good
citizens could discover for helping forward their own generation.
Then it was that all over the country there was a great
development of grammar schools—like their own School—and
the English language definitely triumphed over the French in
this country. He often reflected that among all the privileges
which man came to possess in this life there was hardly a thing
which exceeded that which attaches to birth in a country which
gave one the mother tongue, not only as an instrument of
intercourse with a vast number of one’s contemporaries but also—
as was the case with our English mother tfongue—as an
instrument whieh opened to us probably the noblest literature.
To be born an English boy was to be born the inheritor of a great
and precious heritage.
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CURRICULUM AND DISCIPLINE.

Education in the 14th century was largely theological and
very conservative, but secular ideas were coming in and the
schoolmaster was waxing in importance. The curriculum was
medieval, and so was the discipline. The discipline attached
much importance to the rod. He found in the ‘‘ Constitutions of
Cluny,” which was a text book on this matter, the following
advice: ‘‘ Children should ever have chastisement with eustody,
and custody with chastissment. And be it known that thig is
their only chastisement, to be beaten with rods or to be pulled
smartly by the hair; for they are never chastised with kicks or
fists or the palm of the hand, nor in any other way than we have
prescribed.” Fourteenth century discipline seemed to be some-
thing of this nature, and he fancied there was a great deal of
truth in Shakespeare’s well-known description of a school boy :

“ The whining school boy with his satchel
And shining morning face, creeping like snail
Unwillingly to school.”

Games played a very small part in medieval sehool life, and
it was a question much debated to-day whether they did not play
too large a part. Fuller’s description of *“ the good schoolmaster”
contained no allusion to games, and be divided boys into four
classes ; (1) Those that were ingenious and industrious ; (2) those
that were ingenious and idle; (3) those that were dull and
diligent ; and (4) those that were invincibly dul! and negligent.

AN IMrOoRTANT TRUTH.

Cowper in his famous satire on school life-—*‘Tirocinium®—
wrote :

“ Few boys are born with talents to excel,
But all are capable of living well.”

That was a most important truth,  After all, boys went to
school not merely to gather a certain amount of knowledge and
to equip themselves with information about many things, but to
lay the foundation of self-respeet and a useful manhood. School
life had its final justification, not in the distinctions which it may
bring, but in the kind of men it helped boys to become. His
advice to the boys of the Hereford Cathedral School was: “ Be
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sure that you keep your memories unstained, for as you grow to
be old your influence and your happiness will turn largely on the
kind of memories you have.”

A vote of thanks to the Bishop of Durham wag proposed by
the Principal of Brasenose College, and seconded by Sir Sydney
Robingson. The Dean put the vote to the assembly, and gave
further details concerning the effort to raise £8,000 for the
provision of improved science accommodation at the School.

The company then adjourned to the Town Hall for luncheon.

LUNCHEON SPEECHES.

AvarmiNg REsuLTs oF EDUCATIONAL METHODS,

The Dean presided at the luncheon, at which the company
was joined by the Bishop of Hereford (Dr. Lisle Carr) and the
Mayor (Mr. F. Lewis Smith).

In proposing the toast ‘ The Cathedral School,” the Bishop
of Durham, referred to the School as a valuable specimen of a

valuable type and a matter of moment to the city and county of
Hereford.

Education, he proceeded, was the gravest anxiety of civilised
men and we had not yet succeeded in finding a sound and
satisfactory method of educating the children of those great
industrial communities which were characteristic of our modern
civilised world. The results of education were alarming, and in
America, and especially foreign places where European methods
had been thrust upon non-civilised and semi-civilised populations
with reckless vigour, the results were most disconcerting. We
gsaw in America to-day—and in a far less degree in our own
country—strange outbursts of abnormal criminality.

Cowper's satire read strangely to-day when, perhaps, not a
callous indifference to the specific needs of boyhood but rather an
over-solicitous concern for its preferences marked the teaching
profession.  Yet he thought the legislators might well reflect,
when they handled education, on Cowper's warning against
concentration on useless studies and neglect of essential matters.
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Tae UNCHANGING Bov.

In responding, Dr. Crees referred in detail to the great
changes which had taken place in national life since the School
was founded, although as to the material upon which the schools
worked — the boy himself —there was little essential difference.
The eternal commonplaces about school life and boyhood
remained, so obvious, so well worn and so true. The boy still
manifested a reluctance for excessive mental toil, and still
resembled the schoolboy as painted by Gray, Shakespeare or
writers still more ancient.

The circumstance which gave the celebration ifts chief
significance was that here they had a typical English school,
whose course typified the course of English education from the
earliest times. It had not produced a great number of notable
men, although it had on its roll the names of Bishops, Deans,
Professors, and one Senior Wrangler, but, like many another
historic school it had trained and sent forth into the world a host
of unknown warriors who had sought to leave the world better
than they had found it—those who had ennobled life by the
discovery of arts, and who by merit had won & memorial among
their fellows.

Turning to *‘ the unknown and unchartered region which
extends as far before us as the past behind us,” Dr. Crees
concluded by saying that they would have to face all the
difficulties of a difficult time, to confront new problems, and
adapt the school to the needs of the present age, in particular to
attempt to bring the science accommodation up-to-date. Amid
such changes as none could forecast and such difficulties as none
could surmise, the loyal Herefordian would picture his beloved
School still passing on, fulfilling its appointed mission and
accomplighing its age-long task.

“PEARLS AND SWINE.”

In proposing “ The 01d Herefordians and the Visitors,” the
Bishop of Hereford spoke of the regret occasioned him by not
being able to attend the Speech Day proceedings owing to having
correspondence to transact prior to returning to London.
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The value of the School, he continued, lay not in the
number of great men it had produced, but in the commonplace
boys who had passed through it, generation after generation, boys
who had not won a title or an elaborate tombstone, but boys who
had learnt in Hereford to love beauty, to fear Gtod, and to do
their duty, to serve their fellow men and to work for others.
They were the boys who had carried on England at home and
abroad, and were proud of their old School. The boy who ran
down his School—or, more loathsome still, wrote books against
it—ought to be drowned. It was not that the School was in any
way depreciated by the opinions of such creatures, but a boy of
such a type stood revealed as a person who had had pearls cast
before him and had proved only to be one of the swine.

Sir Sydney Robinson, replying for the ¢ old boys,” spoke
of some of his experiences in Burma, and said that it was the
tone of the School and what he learned of his fellow men, the
way to deal with them and the way to take their dealings
with him, that had been a source of help to him during his
long public career.

Sir Frederick Kenyon also briefly responded in humorous
vein, and an unscheduled vote of thanks to the Dean and
the Governors, and the Headmaster, for the way they had
carried on the School, and for their hospitality that day was
proposed by Dr. Owen Fowler on behalf of the Old
Herefordian Club. This was suitably acknowledged by the
Dean.

“THE DUTY OF MAN.”

Dr. HENSLEY HENSON’S SERMON AT THE CATUEDRAL,

There was a large congregation at Hereford Cathedral on
Sunday morning, when, also in connection with the School
celebrations, Dr. Hensley Henson delivered a powerful sermon
with an educational interest.

Other clergy taking part in the service were the Bishop
of Hereford (Dr. Lisle Carr), the Dean of Hereford (Dr. R.
Waterfield), the Precentor (Dr. A. T. Bannister), Canon A. L.
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Lilley, Canon B. H. Streeter, Canon H. A. Moore, the Rev.
W. B. Glennie, the Rev. Custos R, Eckett, and the Rev. E.
Ap Ivor. The anthem ¢ Let us now Praise Famous Men,”

was rendered by the choir, and the hymn was “ O God, our
Help, in Ages Past.”

The Bishop of Durham took as his text ‘ This is the end
of the matter : all hath been heard : fear God and keep His
commandments : for this is the whole duty of man, for God
shall bring every work into judgment, with every hidden
thing, whether it be good or whether it be evil ”” (Ecclesiastes
XIIL, 13, 14).

AN Awoxymous Booxk.

The Bishop referred in his opening to the book, * The
Whole Duty of Man,” published anonymously in England in
1657, while Oliver Cromwell governed as Protector a nation
which was already longing for the restoration of its ancient
liberty. Its authorship had never been divulged, but the
great preponderance of opinion was in favour of the view
that it was written in the main by a prominent Royalist
divine, Richard Allstree, who had suffered much in the Civil
War, and was appointed Canon of Christ Church and Provost
of Eton after the Restoration. The immense popularity of
the book—which was placed with the Bible and the Prayer
Book as the indispensable requisites of the Christian life—
was the more significant since the type and tone of the book
might have been supposed to run counter to the notorious
tendencies of the time,

Was he mistaken in thinking that the deepest and most
widely-felt need of own generation was the need for some-
thing which would do for it what *“ The Whole Duty of Man
did for the 17th century —something whick would provide it
with a version of moral obligation which would command our
deliberate and whole-hearted acceptance, and which would cover
the entire area of our present perplexities, and thus epuip us with
an adequate and intelligible rule of Christian living ?

The age of Cromwell was not wholly unlike our own. It
also throbbed with revolutionary feeling. Then, as now, men
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chafed against the established systems of government in Church
and State, and yet were powerless to find any tolerable
alternatives. Then, as now, the political restlessness went along
with much eager theorising about society, and a general failure
of traditional disciplines, public and personal.

“ALL 15 VaNITY.”

The pessimistic estimate of human life—‘‘ Vanity of
Vanity ”’ saith the Preacher, ** Al is Vanity "—had many
echoes to-day. There was a note of wearied disillusionment
in modern literature which recalled the Preacher’s formula,
and the frenzied pleasure-seeking of industrial society
suggested it. Meanwhile, suicide grew to be increasingly
characteristic of modern urban life, and nervous and mental
failures were multiplied. ~Matthew Arnold’s picture of the
decadent society of the Roman Empire might serve well
enough as a picture of life as it proceeded in Chicago or New
York, or the older cities of Europe to-day :—

 On that hard pagan world disgust
And secret loathing fell,
Deep weariness and sated lust,
Made human life & hell.”

Secularism, which was as distinctively the principle of
the latest phase of Western civilisation as religion was of its
earlier phases, had not brought to society contentment, or
moral vigour, or enthusiasm for high ideals.

In all directions men and women were seeking for a rule
of life, a version of personal duty which should justify itself
so successfully to reason and conscience as to direct the will
and control conduct. Within the narrow sphere which was
called religious, theology was being replaced by morality.
Men held their doctrinal theories with a loose hand, and were
only interested in practical considerations.

Scmoor anp Cuurch.

Their thoughts ran back over 550 years to the foundation
of the Hereford Cathedral School. The very association of
School and Church carried a suggestion of deep significance.
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Christ’s religion compelled in its sincere professor a reverent
regard for the young ; and that must needs find expression in
a clear and lofty conception of what was involved in their
education. The Christrian doctrine of education was built on
the foundation of faith in God. It rooted man’s duty in
God’s known will. It insisted that God’s will was known to
man—ito every man sufficiently, to Christians fully. Educa-
tion proceeded on the threefold assumption that human life
was Divinely inspired, charged with Divine purpose, and
finally destined to undergo Divine judgment. Therefore,
when rightly ordered, it was the one constant and enduring
fact amid the changes and chances of time,

In a secularised society it was natural, even unavoidable,
that the lower, but more immediately important elements of
education should fill men’s minds, and crowd out that which
properly underlay and coloured the whole process, The
intellectual and @sthetic faculties must be disciplined and
trained. Knowledge must be acquired. Habits of behaviour
must be formed. All these things were integral to complete
education, but they might be so exaggerated in the general
scheme that character was neglected or starved, and then the
final result was calamitous. With sharpened wits, and well
developed bodies, boys and girls might be poured into society
with the morals of savages; and, in fact, this was what was
being discovered and lamented in Christendom to-day.

THrEE Faoroms,

In the educational process three factors normally were
combined—the Home, the School and the Church ; and obviously
they did not all play the same part in the general task.
Unhappily, for the populations of Christendom, the practical
problem had been rendered far more complicated and difficult of
golution by the socially disintegrating effect of industrialism.
In every civilised community large sections of the people were,
for all educative purposes, homeless and churchless. Thus the
entire burden of education was thrown upon one of the three
normal educating agents, and that, the School-—precisely the
agent which was most exposed to the dangerous influences of
popular prejudice, of economic pressure and political convenience.
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The older wisdom of the Christian Church protested against the
pinched and perilous conception of education which secularism
advocated as violating the integrity of human nature, and it was
able to invoke the experience of the modern world as demon-
strating the justice of its protest.

In conclusion the Bishop reiferated the text and remarked :
““ May this inception of the whole duty of man remain, in the
difficult years which lie before us, the governing principle of the
ancient School of this Cathedral Church ! May it bring to
England in ever extending measure the steadying power of men’s
lives which are ordered and dignified by this truth!”

At evengong in the Cathedral on Sunday, the Rev. H. P.
Bull, 0.H., Superior of the Society of St. John the Evangelist,
Cowley, preached on the duty of the Christian to praise God.
There was a large congregation.

PRESENTATION OF 0.H. AWARDS.

An interesting ceremony in connection with the celebrations
took place on Monday afternoon, when two awards—one for
general service to the school and the other for proficiency in
athletics—given by the Old Herefordian Club were presented by
Mrs. J. H. E. Crees. The former, a silver ink stand, suitably
inscribed, went to S. J. Davey, and the latter, a silver cup, was
presented to R. H. Jerrome.

In accordance with custom Dr. Crees (Headmaster) called
upon Sir Sydney Robinson, an old Herefordian, to speak on
behalf of the O.H. Club.

Sir Sydney said he was very proud to represent the Old
Herefordian Club, and to take a part in the presentation of those
prizes. A few years ago the Cathedral School did not have a
pavilion and cricket ground such as they possessed now, and when
he opened the pavilion he tried to impress upon the boys the fact
that he had a great opinion of the value of games of every kind.
It was as good to be well up in sports as it was to be well up in

the ordinary curriculum of school life, for no one would be able
to do so much if he or she had not the health and strength
to do it.

Sir Sydney concluded by proposing a hearty vote of thanks
to Mrs. Crees for presenting the awards, and this was warmly
accorded.

ROWING.

One of the most popular features in an snniversary so full
of incident was undoubtedly the rowing events on Saturday
afternoon. A large crowd took advantage of the gloriously fine
weather which prevailed, and, with the river in excellent
condition for rowing, some keen races were witnessed. The
visitors were Worcester Cathedral King’s School. After an
exciting tussle with the vigitor’s first crew, the Hereford Cathedral
School gained a well-earned verdict by threequarters of a length.
Hereford was represented by M. R. Crocker (bow), F. F. Adams,
A. D. James, T. R. Holtom (stroke), and C. W. Slatter (cox).
The Hereford Cathedral School sscond crew—D. W. Heathcote
(bow), G. W. Jones, F. Langford, H. J. Waters (stroke), and
H. P. Maddox (cox)-—were beaten by the second visiting crew by
two lengths.

THE CONCERT.

SuvccessFuL. CONCLUSION OF THE CELEBRATIONS.

Not a few people will be grateful for the organisation of
the Cathedral School celebrations, inasmuch, as it gave
opportunity of hearing singers with whom Herefordians for
the most part are acquainted only through the medium of
“ wireless ”’ or gramophone reeords. The concert at the Town
Hall on Monday evening (in furtherance of the appeal for the
new science buildings) was attended by an audience filling
the Assembly Room and the gallery. It was an event of a
quality all too rare in the city, and that it was appreciated
fully was obvious from the intensity of the applause with
which nearly every item was received.
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Miss Isobel Baillie has been gathering fame rapidly of
recent years. On Monday she used a voice of remarkable
range, power and purity to the best effect, first in *“ O ! come,
do not delay ” from Mozart’s ‘* Marriage of Figaro,” later in
a duet with Mr. Frank Titterton— Give me your darling
hands,” from “ Madame Butterfly ” (Puccini), and finally in
a series of solos beginning with the favourite, ‘“ On wings of
Song ”’ (Mendelssohn) and ending with an old ballad sung as
an encore. Apart from her voice, and in the matter of
artistry, and the due expression of sentiment, Miss Baillie has
come near the top of the tree.

Mr. Frank Titterton was the tenor. A robust tenor, too,
with a fine tone and a command of notes a baritone might
envy. “ Your tiny hand is frozen ” from “ La Boheme”
(Puccini) was his first contribution, and afterwards he sang in
the duvet already mentioned ; while in the second part he
rendered contrasting songs such as Schubert’s “ The Erl
King,” the charming ‘“ Summertime on Bredon,” and the
never-dying “ Come into the garden, Maud,” thereby showing
an engaging versatality. ‘ The Erl King,” in which occasion-
ally there seemed to be pianistic dominance, had nevertheless
an impressive rendering ; and there was all that was
necessary of operatic fervour in Mr. Titterton’s fine singing of
the excerpt from Puccini.

Mr. Albert Bastick, ’cellist, was received with much
warmth. * Meditation > (W. H. Squire) and the oft-heard
“Le Cygne” (Saint-Saéns) were excellently given, with no
excess of semtimentality, and another item was the ¢ Medita-
tion ”” from Massenet’s *“ Thais.”” Mr. Bastick was strongly
encored.

An interesting item was comprised of three sea shanties,
“ Amsterdam,” < Missouri” and “The Liverpool Girls,” as
arranged by Geofirey Toye. They were sung—the solo
parts—by Mr. Allister Proctor, and the Cathedral Choristers
were responsible for the choruses. After Mr. Proctor’s
rolling tones the responses of the boys seemed subdued. So
it was also in the part-songs rendered by the Choristers.
Tone was good—but there wasn’t enough of it.

Mr. R. H. West was a brilliant accompanist throughout
a delightful evening.
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OLD HEREFORDIANS DEFEAT CATHEDRAL
SCHOOL.

In a game on Saturday and Monday, at Wyeside, the
Old Herefordians defeated the Cathedral School. The School
fared badly in the first innings, J. Goodwin bowling with
great effect, and a total of only 97 was reached. The Old
Herefordians replied with 187, J. E. W. Scougall scoring 82
of these.

In their second innings the School again found runs hard
to get, and it was only a late stand by N. F. Hidden and
Holtom which saved a collapse. They carried the total from
37 to 107. The Old Herefordians lost five wickets in the
second innings for 33 runs.

Cyder and Perry for many years).

Perhaps his chief work was in connection with the Here-
ford Volunteers, being practically the organiser of the
Hereford Battalion and for many years Lieutenant of
No. 1 Company under Captain Suter, and Quarter-
master of the whole Battalion during the yearly camps.

The most important feature of his work in connection
with the School was the formation in 1876 of a society
for the old boys, afterwards known as the * Old Here-
fordian Club,” of which he was the first Hon. Treasurer,
and all the meetings were held at his house in St. John
Btreet.
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A very active member of the Woolhope Club, and Mayor
of the City. For 25 years Churchwarden of St. Johns
Parish, his life-long friend The Rev. John Goss being
Vicar. Custos of College and Master of School.

Has
just presented the Art Museum of the Hereford City
with two valuable pictures, one by David Cox, who was
Art Master at Hereford Cathedral School.

appeared an obituary notice in the ‘Times’ announ-
cing his death ‘on a date unknown,” that more than
half-a-dozen men in the sporting world knew we had
lost one of the finest fellows the Rugby game has known.
Oakeley’s was a beautiful character—indeed his
features told one as much—and when his shipmates
and clubmates used to chaff him about his °saintlike
expression,’” they knew the meaning of what they said ;
for who should know better the clean and thoroughly
Christianlike ways of living of one whom they will
never cease to regret than those with whom he was
continually associated ? The following story will
illustrate my meaning. A brother officer who shared
his room on the occasion of some big match told it to
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me. Last year a great friend of QOakeley’s was lost
on board the submarine that went down off Plymouth.
Oakley took it absolutely fearlessly and quietly, said
my friend, but he was on his knees for over an hour
that night before he turned in and he was not asking
that he might be spared a similar death, but it was
all simply to the end that the men might be spared the
agonies of a lingering death. No wonder the men all
loved him. He was a fine boy and a very fine gentle-
man. In this brief peep into the intimate life of one
of our leading Rugby men a lad who had a few hours
before been applauded for his straight and plucky
play on a football field, we are permitted to see the
finest type of man breathing—that simple plain, honest
being, the British officer.”

Frederick Edward Weatherly was born at Portishead,
Somerset, on the 4th October, 1848. He was the son
of Frederic Weatherly, who, after working as a Country
doctor for more than 50 years, devoted himself to
public work in County and Diocese and died at the
advanced age of 90 years. His wife was Julia Maria, a
member of an old Bristol family to whom the subject
of our memoir often attributed much of his literary gift.
Dr. Weatherly heard of Hereford Cathedral School in
Mr. Woolam’s headmastership and sent six of his eight
sons there.

“F.E.” in matters of scholarship left a reputation for
neatness in Latin Verse Composition and in Cricket was
noted for a good stroke on the “offside.” He was
Head of the School and went up to Brasenose in 1867
with a Somerset Scholarship and Philpottine Exhibition.

He had already begun writing Poetry—his first little song
*“ The Armourers ” being written while he was at school
and at Oxford his literary interests prevented his taking
a good degree. He had a serious illness in College, the
result of a blow from a cricket ball at Hereford, and his
parents had always a grateful remembrance of the
devoted care of him by Mr. Wordsworth, then a Fellow,
who was afterwards, the great Bishop of Salisbury.
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“F.E.” was nominated an Hulmeian Exhibitioner in 1870,
took his Bachelor’s degree in 1871 and his Master’s in
1874. In 1871 he married Anna Maria Hardwick,
daughter of John Hardwick of Worle, Somerset, like
his own father. a Country doctor, and had three
children, Alec, who was for a short time at Brasenose
but died before his father ; Muriel, who married Walter
James of Bristol and Sneyd Park, and Anna Christine,
who has shown something of her father’s gift of writing
verses for children. On his marriage, “ F.E.” settled
down to hard work as a Pass coach and attained great
distinction. His work was marked by thoroughness,
clearness of teaching and personal interest in his pupils
who were devoted to him, and in after years never
failed to speak gratefully of what he had done for them.
In 1887, while still coaching, he was called to the Bar
as a member of the Inner Temple, and practised with
considerable distinction on the Western Circuit. He
was known for a special quality of fairness as a
prosecuting counsel and for a gift of sympathy with
the accused in defence. As a defending counsel he was
always in demand. He became a K.C. in 1925.

All through the years of his work as an Oxford coach and
a practising barrister he was writing songs which have
become household words. For more than half a
century the songs of Fred Weatherly have been known
wherever the English language is spoken. They have
been sung by millions and were written in the intervals
of a very busy life. “John O’London” said, ‘“As a
song writer he has made a contribution to the sum of
human happiness which few of his Countrymen can
hope to emulate—as a lawyer he has helped to
disentangle life’'s problems—a unique career this,
surely.”

His Jubilee as a song writer was celebrated in December,
1919, when several of the publishers arranged to
commemorate Fred Weatherly’s 50 years of song
writing. A dinner and presentation took place in
London and resulted in a remarkable assembly of
Jawyers, chiefly ‘‘silks” and juniors of the Western
Circuit, composers and publishers.

On the 2nd August, 1923, he married as his second wife,
Miriam, fourth daughter of William Davies, of Llan-
fechain, Montgomeryshire.

In 1925, the year he became a K.C., he wrote his
reminiscerices under the title ““Piano and Gown.” It
was described by Mr. Justice McCardie in the preface
as ““a happy book written by a happy man who has
never grown old.” “Songs for Michael,” verses
written for his great grandson came from his pen in
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1927. A book full of the same whimsical fancy,
tenderness and humour, which characterises the many
volumes of Verse for children which he published in his
earlier years.

The last six years of his life were years of great happiness,
the centre of a large circle of devoted friends in Bath,
where he had made his home and which looked upon
him as one of her best loved citizens.

On September 7th, 1929, the world became the poorer by
the death of the most popular song writer this Country
has ever known. He was loved as much for himself
as for his songs, and attained his 81st year amidst
expressions of affection and regard from all. He
remained young-hearted to the end and died suddenly
at his home, Bathwick Lodge, Bath. (A WMW.—

In 1881, it
celebrated its 500th Anniversary, but later investigation shows
that the date of the foundation was long before 1381.

In the Preparatory Department (see separate Prospectus),
boys are taken from the age of six.

Boarding and School Fees are PAYABLE IN ADVANCE;
other charges at the end of each Term. A Term’s Notice in
writing, expiring at the end of a Term, or in default a Term’s
Fees, will be required before the removal of a boy from the
School or Boarding House. No allowance is made for absence
during part of the Term.

It is expected that boys who enter the School will continue
their Secondary Education at least till the age of sixteen, and
this is a condition of their admission.

The School has valuable Close Scholarships to the
Universities, and also Leaving Exhibitions, and it is hoped that
all boys who can profit by doing so will, after passing the Oxford
Senior Local and thus gaining exemption from University
Entrance and Professional Qualifying Examinations, remain
to do advanced work in Form VI., such as might lead up to
a University Course. At present over one-third of the boys
in the School are in either Form VI. or Form V. The traditions
of the School are mainly Classical, and the Board of Education
has recognised an Advanced Course in Classics. An Advanced
Course in Mathematics, with Science as a subsidiary subject,
has also been recognised. Boys are prepared for Open or
Closed Scholarships to the Universities. They can also be
prepared for the Army or, in the Lower Forms, for the Navy.
All boys in the Lower Forms take the same General Course,
which includes Divinity, Latin, English, Mathematics, Science,
French, History and Geography, Drawing, Manual Work,
Gymmnastics and Singing. While German and Greek are
alternative languages it is recommended that all who are
qualified by ability or aptitude to doso should avail themselves
of the opportunity of learning Greek, if only for two or three
years. No special course of work can be arranged for a boy
until he has passed out of Form V. into Form VL., but in
Form VI. wide opportunities of specialisation are given.
If extra evening tuition is necessary an extra charge is made
of 5/- per hour.

The Religious Teaching (from which exemption is given
upon written request of parents or guardians) is in accordance
with the doctrines of the Church of England. Boys attend
service every morning in the Ladye Chapel, and on Sunday
morning. On Sunday evening the School attends Evensong in
the Cathedral. Boys are prepared for Confirmation each Lent.
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There is a highly efficient O.T.C. which all boys are
encouraged to join. A marked feature of the School Sports
is the Boating. Boating is the regular exercise of Senior
Boys during the Lent Term and part of the Summer Term,
and the boys are at present trained by a member of the Staff.
There are arranged annually races with crews representing
other Schools, and for three years the School crew has been
unbeaten. The School possesses excellent Cricket and Foot-
ball Fields of thirteen acres in extent. Rugby Football is
played in the Autumn Term. There are two Fives Courts,
and boys can learn Swimming. All Forms do Gymnastics
under a Specialist Instructor in a commodious and well
equipped Gymnasium which has recently been built. Out-
door Games are compulsory, both for Day Boys and Boarders,
and all boys are required to be present on the School Playing
Field on Half-holidays.

A Cricket Pavilion, which will also serve as a Gymnasium,
has recently been erected at a cost, including apparatus, of
£1,300. This sum has recently been raised by parents and
friends, and the fee simple of the two Playing Fields (amounting
to nearly thirteen acres) has been acquired at a cost of £800.

SCHOLARSHIPS INTO THE SCHOOL.

House Exhibitions, value from £60 per annum downwards,
are awarded by the Headmaster if candidates of sufficient
merit present themselves. Remission of the Tuition Fees can
also be obtained. The examination is usually held in June.

Leaving ScHOLARSHIPS.—One Somerset Scholarship
annually at Brasenose College, Oxford, £70 a year.*

One or two Somerset Exhibitions annually at St. John’s
College, Cambridge, one of £40 for four years, one of £50 for
three years.*

One Philpottine Leaving Exhibition, generally of £50 for
three years, tenable at a University.*

* No boy is eligible for a Leaving or Close Exhibition who has not
been a pupil at the School for at least two complete School years at the
time of the award.

For BoYS ALREADY IN THE SCHOOL.

Two Senior Philpottine Scholarships, for boys not already
holding scholarships, of £20 for four years.

One Junior Philpottine Scholarship of £10 for four years
(vacant only in alternate years). The examinations are held
early in the Summer Term and boys must be under 15 for the
Senior and under 12 for the Junior Scholarships.
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At present the Holidays are about three weeks at
Christmas, about five weeks at Easter, and seven weeks in the
Summer. Boys are required to wear black, dark grey, or
navy blue suits, and Juniors wear Eton collars outside the coat.
Juniors wear Eton suits on Sundays, and Seniors black coats.
Ties must be black or dark blue. Stiff collars are worn.
Boys, whether Boarders or Day Boys, wear the School cap on
weekdays and College Caps on Sundays. Return to School
on the day appointed is imperative, except in the case of
illness. A certificate of health, properly filled up, must be
brought back by each boy. All caps and overcoats, ete.,
should be clearly marked with the owner’s name ; the Head
Master accepts no responsibility for articles lost, though he
will do his utmost to recover articles lost or mislaid. He
accepts no responsibility for books or articles of clothing left
behind at the end of a Term, or when a boy leaves School.
Bicycles are left at School at the owner’s risk. There is no
accommodation for motor cycles.

Day Boys may not be absent (except in cases of illness
and emergency), unless permission has previously been granted
by the Head Master. In cases of illness the Head Master
should be immediately informed, and the boy upon his return
to School should bring a note excusing his absence.

The number of boys at present in attendance is 200.

A younger brother is charged a reduced Tuition Fee of
£25 per annum, provided the elder brother pays the full fee
of £33.

APPENDIX 1II.
SHEPHERD.

The fashion of the modern age for biographies and
reminiscences which spring up as weeds in the literary garden,
has become so great as to provide plenteous food for humorous
Journalism. If we were to abide by the modern standard it
would require several volumes at least to give an adequate
account of a professional cricketer’s career of fifty-one years.
But in Shepherd we have an instance of one whose deeds are
truly worthy of publicity, far greater publicity indeed than
we can hope to give them through the medium of the
“ Herefordian " ; our difficulty is rather that we are compelled
to relate the deeds of fifty-one eventful years in a few pages.
We cannot hope to give a complete record, and so we propose
to recount a few points of interest in his career as School
coach and groundsman.

It was recorded in our issue of March last that Shepherd,
having previously played for various Lancashire and York-
shire clubs since 1876, came to the School in 1885. In the
“ Herefordian ” of that year we read : ¢ Our professional this
seagon turned out a great success, he thoroughly understood
his work, and was no doubt a great improvement on the two
last.”” This obviously refers to Shepherd. In 1886 we read :
“The professional, Shepherd, has proved a great success,
being both a good bowler and ground man ; his services have
been retained for next season.” So much for the impression
created by his advent. During these years Shepherd does
not seem to have played in the School team, his services
being required by the Herefordshire C.C., for whom, as recorded
in our last issue, he performed some remarkable feats.

In 1906 it is stated in the  Herefordian ” that “a great
factor in the success must be attributed to the able coaching
they (the team) had received from Shepherd ”; and in the
following year we read that ‘‘ All Herefordshire cricketers will
readily believe us when we attribute a great part of our
success to Shepherd’s skill and patience.” Let all readers
note the quality of patience, so essential in a cricket coach,
and possessed in such measure by the Shepherd of 1906 and
of 1926.

In 1907 we read of some excellent performances in the
field of play, Shepherd having now become a regular member
of the team in all its club matches. In the first match of the
season on May 26th the School played Leominster at Wyeside.
Batting first, they scored only 82 runs, and against such a
redoutable team the match was as good as lost. Leominster.
however, lost 4 wickets for 41 runs, and then—to quote the
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“ Herefordian "—¢‘ the remaining 6 wickets fell for 6 runs,
Shepherd getting the hat-trick, and taking 5 wickets for no
runs in his last 14 balls.” His complete analysis was: 11-2
overs, 6 maidens, 13 runs, 6 wickets. This was apparently
the first occasion on which he performed the hat-trick for the
School. A few weeks later a remarkable match was played
against Bradley Court. Bradley batted first and scored 50,
Shepherd bowled 54 overs, and ook 7 wickets for 15 runs,
including the hat-trick, which he thus achieved for the second
time that season. But the School on going in to bat fared
even worse than their opponents. Three wickets were down
for no runs, 4 for 5, and 5 for 19. Shepherd now came in,
but two wickets fell, and the score was 29 for 7. Shepherd,
however, with the aid of No. 9 (A. Watkins) proceeded to
save the game, and eventually scored 43, the School innings
closing for 91.

We cannot, as we said, recount all Shepherd’s feats.
Lack of space and imperfect records both forbid it. In 1909
he took 5 wickets for 19 runs against Frome Valley, and in
1910, 6 for 18 against Bradley Court. In 1911 he took 10 for
47 against Holmer, and 8 for 32 against Ledbury. In 1912
he captured 5 Bradley Court wickets for 31 runs; in 1913,
3 Herefordshire wickets for 19; and in 1914 he took 5 for 14
against Bradley Court, and 6 for 21 against Frome Valley.
In 1916 he scored 66 not out against Worcester W.T.C., and
took 6 for 31 against Monmouth R.E. In this year we read
several times that the School innings started badly, but
that Shepherd stopped the rot. In 1917, against Rotherwas
Barracks, he performed the remarkable feat of taking four
wickets with four consecutive balls, his complete analysis
being 6'5 overs, 1 maiden, 22 runs, 8 wickets. In 1918 he
took 4 for 15 against Mansion House, and 5 for 24 against
Rotherwas Barracks. In 1919 against Ledbury he took 7 for
21, and scored 22 not out, out of a total of 72. 1n 1921 he
took 6 for 75 against Ludlow and South Shropshire, when our
opponents scored 227 ; 6 for 34 against Leominster; and 7 for
24 against Withington. In 1922 he scored 19 out of a total
of 46 against Leominster, and against Herefordshire performed
another hat-trick, taking in all 5 wickets for 19 runs. In 1923
he headed the School bowling averages, taking 43 wickets at
an average cost of 10:93 each. Although he played only in
club matches, he took 20 more wickets than any other member
of the side. In the same year (only three years ago) he took
5 for 49 against Withington, 4 for 33 against Herefordshire,
6 for 65 against Frome Valley, 7 for 30 against Withington,
7 for 60 against Leominster, and 5 for 63 against Ludlow and
South Shropshire. In 1924 he took 8 for 55 and 8 for 28
against Withington; and last year he took 4 for 6 against
Cardiff University. Towards the end of last scason the School
beat Ludlow and South Shropshire for the first time for many
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years. The match was won just on time, and the victory was
largely due to Shepherd, who took 4 wickets for 24, disposing
of the last three batsmen with 4 balls. And so we come to
1926, the 51st and last year of his activities on the cricket
field. He has achieved at least one notable performance this
season in taking 5 wickets for 38 runs against Cardiff University.

But enough of statistics, which the cynic is apt to despise.
True it is that in all things figures are likely to be deceptive.
This is especially true of cricket. It is impossible to form an
accurate opinion of a player’s value to his side, unless one
sees him play, or better, plays with him. But Shepherd gains
enormously, and loses nothing by this standard. Not only
has his wisdom and experience been of the utmost value to
School captains, but he has always had a word of advice and
encouragement for every member of the team. A smart bit
of fielding of a good over invariably earns his commendation ;
but on the other hand he never commits the fatal mistake of
scolding a boy on the field ; instead, he takes him aside and
patiently demonstrates his fault, and the way in which to
correct it. He has never been known to bear malice for a
dropped catch. With the true coach’s eye he judges an
innings by the style in which it was played rather than by the
actual number of runs scored.

Shepherd, in his service of forty-two years, has done far
more for the School than take wickets and score runs. There
have always been ten other members of the School team, and
throughout these forty years the majority of the hundreds of
others who have played for the School have owed most, if not
all, of their cricket ability to, him. Herefordians have come
and gone, and perhaps forgotten their debt, but Shepherd has
stayed, and with great skill and infinite pains, has built up
team after team.

Concerning Shepherd’s age, we will commit ourselves to
no definite statement. Suffice it to say that fifty-one years
ago he was good enough to play in Lancashire League cricket.
For forty-two years he has been in Herefordshire. He is
known throughout the length and breadth of the county
and innumerable clubs are indebted to him for their cricket
pitches. The Wyeside ground, which is next to the Racecourse,
probably the best ground in the county, owes its excellent
gondlition to his skill and care. Shepherd loves that ground

early.

THE SHEPHERD TESTIMONIAL.

After the match with Bradley Court a very interesting
ceremony was enacted upon the steps of the School Pavilion.
Mr. Robert Shepherd—commonly known as ¢ Dick ** Shepherd—
who has served the School so long and faithfully as cricket
professional, was presented with an illuminated address and
a cheque—representing the contributions of the School past
and present, and of many others who have known him.

Just before, the spectators had seen Shepherd playing
for the School against Bradley Court. Had seen him hit a
boundary in fine style, and had seen S. Goodwin, one of his
pupils, compile & useful century.
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In addressing the company, the Headmaster said that
they were aseembled there to do honour to an old friend and
a faithful servant of the School. They did not associate long
speeches with cricket fields, which were the scene of deeds.
A square cut for four, a drive through the covers, a fine catch
in the long field, often made one think how inferior words
were in beauty and appropriateness to the achievement of
the athlete, the artist with his limbs, the perfection of timing,
the unison of brain and body, which brought to pass a fine
piece of work done on the cricket field. But to him there
fell the duty of summing up the deeds of prowess of well nigh
half a century, the work of a lifetime given to cricket, and of
expressing its meaning and their gratitude. He would not
call figures to his aid. He would not tell how many fours
Shepherd hit on that great day, when he scored 176 not out
against Breconshire, the total number of runs made by him,
the overs bowled, the number of times he had performed the
hat-trick. He would merely say that Shepherd’s splendid
record was the triumph of a fine personality, that the skill of
the cricketer had been enhanced by the qualities of the man,
that fidelity had been the keynote of his work, that loyalty
and valiant endeavour had been adorned by a fine courtesy
that gave every man and every boy his due, and ever put the
needs of others before the claims of self.

It was often said that cricket was too slow a game for
moderns. It had, however, one advantage which more
sensationally exciting games had not. A man could play it
like their old friend, for fifty seasons, and still acquit himself
with distinction. Was cricket languishing ? Was it too tame
a game for this hectic, fretful, bustling age? Was the
long-drawn drama of a three days’ match unsatisfying to a
generation which demanded a result in ninety minutes ?
If that were so, and cricket were destined to dwindle into the
pastime of a few select votaries, the survivors from an earlier
age, there would pass out of English life something beautiful,
noble, for which the feverish sentiments of more popular
games would offer inadequate compensation. In celebrating
the career of a cricket professional, they were also celebrating
the glories of the most typically English of all games.

There was always sorrow in parting. It was a hard
thing for the old warrior to leave the battlefield, for the
gladiator to forsake the arena, but the old age of a life well
spent had many delightful moments of retrospect, and it is
cheered by ‘“honour, love, obedience, troops of friends.”
There were men all over the world to whom Shepherd called
up many happy days when * time fleeted carelessly as in the
golden age,” who thought gladly of the man who first taught
them to develop their skill, and who, in cricket’s friendly
encounters, fought side by side with them against the
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adversary. They were with them that day in spirit, they
joined with them in wishing Shepherd many years of health
and happiness; they begged that on that day there should
be worthy expression of the debt they owed him, and the
affection which they felt for him.

The Headmaster then read the illuminated address as
follows :

* Presented to Mr. Robert Shepherd, cricket professional of
Hereford Cathedral School, 1885-1926, upon his retirement
with a cheque as a token of the high esteem and regard
in which he is held by all who know him, and in recognition
of the long and faithfu) services given, the many deeds of
prowess performed off and on the cricket field, the careful
and patient training of many generations of Cathedral
School boys in the art of cricket, and in the practice of
true manliness, kindliness, the loyalty and courtesy
unvaryingly shown to all who looked to him for help.”

The address was signed by the Dean, the Headmaster,
and the President of the O.H. Club, and presented by the
Headmaster.

In returning thanks Mr. Shepherd expressed his gratitude
for the address and the cheque. The one would always be
a “sweet remembrance ” to him, and the other would help
him to pass his old age in comfort. He thanked the Head-
master, Mr. Kedge, the captain of the School, Mrs. Crees, and
Miss Gamlen for kindnesses done him and spoke of the new
pavilion, the erection of which, he said, was due to the efforts
of the Headmaster. He had lived here a long time, he said,
and had seen several generations. He finished by displaying
five caps and a blazer, proofs of his prowess.

The Head then announced that he had received letters
of apology for non-attendance from the Right Hon. the Earl
of Chesterfield, the Hon. Sir Sydney Robinson (Chief Justice
of Burma), the Dean of Hereford, Mr. F. E. Weatherley, K.C..
Mr. C. J. L. Abbott, and Mr. P. J. Morris.

TRANSLATION OF LATIN ORATION.

This summer we are commemorating earlier than usual
the events of the past, or passing, year ; the present has been
chosen as an appropriate occasion to look back not only on
the history of the past twelve months but on the five hundred
and fifty years since the foundation of the School, and to
remember with gratitude the progress of education since the
Dark Ages. It is with the greater pleasure that we see to-day
so large a gathering of friends, whose presence shows with
what interest Hereford follows the progress of her School.
We offer a special greeting to the Bishop of Durham, who
after ruling for a while this Diocese proceeded to a northern
See, over whose fortunes he has now presided for eleven years ;
we thank him for attending here to-day to inspect the results
of our labours, to distribute the prizes, and address the whole
School. We are glad to see also among us other men of
learning who have been brought to Hereford by the re-opening
of the famous Chain Library.

We have but lately welcomed back our Head, who after
serving twenty years as a Head Master asked and obtained a
brief respite from his labours and crossed the Atlantic on a
visit to the West Indies. On his return, like another
Herodotus, he has much to tell us of those islands where even
the cold baths are hot, where the mosquitos make their
presence felt and sharks intrude upon the company of
bathers, and where British soldiers pitch their camp amid the
clouds. His return was gladdened by the news of fresh
successes to the School, evidences of our labours in the past
and good omens for the future. Among the honours of the
year we are glad to number the Order of Merit, gained by an
old Herefordian, the distinguished landscape painter,
Mr. P. W. Steer.
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Our anniversary of fifty years ago saw the building of &
library and class room set up by the generosity of our friends ;
this year we are availing ourselves of the occasion to raise
a fund for the extension and improvement of our Science
Buildings. We are well aware that the task before us
demands considerable expense, but we trust that the
munificence of the present age will not fall behind that of our
ancestors. Cities are judged by the character, genius and
learning of their children and foster-children ; and we do not
doubt that the laboratory we hope to raise will send out into
the world many who will bring ever greater honour to the
School and City of Hereford.

ExTrACT FROM APPENDIX INSERTED AT THE END OF
A BiograrEY OF ‘“Davip Cox AND PETER DE WINT ”’
BY GILBERT R. REDGRAVE AND PUBLISHED IN 1891.

While this work was in the press, but too late to be
included in its proper place, I received the following letter
from the Rev. Alfred J. Capel, which is too characteristic of
David Cox to be omitted.

G.R.R.

St. JouN’s MounT, HEREFORD,
November 27th, 1890.
DEeAR SIr,

From the catalogue of the Birmingham Collection of
David Cox’s paintings, I learn you are about to publish a life
of that great artist. It has occurred to me, therefore, that
any authentic story told of him by those who enjoyed the
privilege and the pleasure of his acquaintance during his
regidence in the city of Hereford from 1814 to 1827, may be
of some special interest to you. If, however, I am mistaken
in this opinion, I must trust to your kindness to pardon the
liberty I am taking in addressing you, a perfect stranger to me.

It appears that David Cox had two particular friends and
companions here. One, the late Dr. S. S. Wesley, then
organist of Hereford Cathedral, and perhaps the greatest
composer of Church music that England has ever produced ;
and the other, Mr. Edward Smith, a very talented young
artist, & native of Hereford, and also a musician of no mean
ability. Respecting this friendship, I heard from Mr. Smith
himself, who after an absence of very many years returned to
Hereford, and died here a short time since at the advanced
age of eighty-six or eighty-seven. He informed me that
Dr. Wesley and he were frequently invited to David Cox’s
house to partake of a plain and homely dinner, the other
members of the party being Mrs. Cox and little David, their
son, a Hereford Cathedral schoolboy. The repast itself did
not last very long, but immediately after dinner Mr. Cox and
his boy, with the two friends, retired to the studio, when the
last published number of theWaverley Novels—then just coming
out—was at once produced, eagerly placed in young David’s
hands, and as soon as the guests were comfortably seated and
the father had lighted his cigar and prepared brushes, paints,
&c., for work, the boy was bidden to read aloud. That three
such men should revel in, admire, and thoroughly appreciate
Sir Walter Scott is not to be wondered at, and it was with
the greatest delight that Mr Edward Smith recalled to
memory these happy meetings. At the end of each chapter
their practice was to discuss what had been read—one
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pointing out this beauty in the writing, another that, and so
forth—David Cox all the while painting away most
assiduously. He was constantly at work, said Mr. Smith, at
his favourite pursuit, and never cared to be idle. This was
evidently due to his great love of the Art, since, as is well
known his only certain income in these days came from his
engagement as drawing master at Miss Croucher’s Gate House
School ; at the Hereford Cathedral School, and from lessons
given to a few private pupils. Amongst the latter was a
daughter of the Rev. Dr. Taylor, headmaster of the Grammar
School. This lady is still living, and is the fortunate
possessor of several of her distinguished master’s paintings.
Hereford and the neighbourhood, it seems, afforded plenty of
beautiful subjects for David Cox’s canvas, but whether it was
that the inhabitants generally failed to appreciate his talents,
or had not the means of purchasing his works, we do not
know ; certain it is, however, that a few only of his pictures
are to be found in the cathedral city or neighbourhcod, and
that he determined, after a residence of thirteen years, to
shift his quarters and try his fortunes elsewhere. So
disheartened does he appear to have been with his own want
of success in Hereford, that he gave the following piece of
advice to his friend Edward Smith, who was desirous to start
for himself either as a painter or musician : * If you make up
your mind to follow my profession—and there is no reason
why you should not succeed in it—let me only recommend
you to go east, to go west, to go north, to go south, but
never to think of settling in the ancient city of Hereford.”
Mr. Smith left Hereford, gave up painting, and became the
very efficient organist of a parish church.

The reproduction which appears as a Frontispiece to this
volume is taken from the original water colour by David Cox,
the property of Mr. and Mrs. Grevile Phillips, of Hereford.
The picture, signed and dated 1815, shows Butchers’ Row as
it existed when David Cox was Art Master at the Cathedral
School. The late Sir Whitworth Wallis pronounced it to be
one of the finest examples he had seen of Cox’s work in water
colour. The picture is at present on exhibition at the Old
House, High Town, Hereford, which is open daily for public
inspection.

F. E. OakerLEy, R.N. (0.H.)

Lieut. Francis Eckley Oakeley, R.N. was lost at sea
between November 25th and December lst, 1914, aged 23.
Born at Hereford, February 5th, 1891, educated at Hereford
Cathedral School and Eastmans before going to Royal Naval
Colleges at Osborne and Dartmouth.

He played for the Services while still a Midshipman and
was a member of Royal Navy XV. v. Army Matches at
Queen’s Club in 1912-13 and 1914,

March 9th, 1912, being the first big Rugby Match
witnessed by His Majesty King George V. as Sovereign.
The team being presented.

F. E. Oakeley was one of the second batch of cadets
entered under the “ new scheme ”” and went to Osborne,
January 1904, passing out from Dartmouth, 1908. He
gserved in H.M.S. London, Invincible, Teméraire,
Warrior, Ure, Dreadnought, Formidable, Superb,
Dolphin (Portsmouth Submarine depot), Forth
Arogant and Maidstone.
